Food List:

2 lb. Hamburger

2 packets Mexican meat seasoning

4 cans refried beans

0.7 lbs of Roma tomatoes

1 head of romaine lettuce

1 jar of hot jalapeno peppers

1 large block of cheddar cheese

1 medium-sized container of Daisy sour cream

3 packages of 8 soft flour tortillas, burrito sized

1 package of cheap paper plates (we already had cups and napkins)

1 liter each of Mug root beer, Coke, and Mountain Dew

1 12-pack of canned Dr. Pepper

1 package of 12 of hard corn taco shells

1 container of medium salsa

1 package of Oreos
