Range – Accounting for 40% of your total score, teams will be ranked based on the maximum distance they can launch a golf ball.
Accuracy – Also accounting for 40% of your total score, teams will be ranked by their ability to come the closest to three targets – at 30, 40, and 50 feet.

Aesthetic Presentation – Accounting for 20% of your total score, teams will be ranked according to purely subjective standards, to be determined by the judges.  Important factors will be the elegance of your machine and team spirit (for example, team costumes).
The winning team will take home a fabulous trophy and the admiration of your peers.  There will be some smaller prizes for other successful teams.
Sign-up will be conducted on Thursday, February 28 on the South Oval and Friday, February 29 between Carson and Felgar Halls from 10:00 to 2:00.  The entry fee is $30 per team and there is no limit on the size of groups – if your team includes any dues-paying SPS members, the fee will be reduced to $20.  The actual competition will happen on Saturday, April 12 at 2:00 pm.  Further details will be supplied at a future date.
This competition will test your science and engineering skills, so come and compete for fun and glory!
