Electricity Station 1 Lesson Plan:  Batteries


10 min
To be presented at Wilson Elementary School Monday, October 13, 2008
Objective:
The students will
· Gain an understanding of batteries.
Materials:

· 45 lemons

· 45 nails

· 45 pennies

Vocabulary:

· Battery – a device that uses a chemical reaction to generate electricity.
· Electrolyte – transports ions (electrically charged atoms or molecules)

· Anode – the negative side of the battery – electrons flow from here

· Cathode – positive end of the battery – electrons flow to here
Procedures:

1. Have the poster displayed for all the students to view as they come to the station.
2. Explain how a battery works and what they students will be doing.

3. Have each student take a lemon.  Place one nail at one end and the penny at the other end.

4. Have each end connected to wire that will connect to a small light.  When the light is on, they have created their battery.
End of activity questions to ask:

1. Are there any other fruits or  potatoes that they can think of that could be used as a battery?
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
